1.  The following are the rules and format for determining the Bowler of the Year for the Greater Beloit USBC.  All league points awarded will be from winter leagues only.  
2.  League Secretaries must provide all scoring to the City Association Manager immediately at the end of the regular bowling season.  The Greater Beloit USBC is not responsible for scores not turned in by the league secretaries.  This is the only source that is used by the Greater Beloit USBC to determine the winners.  
Any late entries, after June 15st, WILL NOT BE PROCESSED.
3. Criteria to Qualify for Bowler of the Year
a. Bowler must be a certified league bowler in the Greater Beloit USBC.

b. Bowler must have bowled a minimum of:
i. 48 games in a minimum 30 week schedule

ii. 36 games in a minimum 15 week, maximum 17 week schedule.
c.  Bowlers with multiple league averages, the league with the highest average will be used.

d. All other rules or criteria will be listed as needed or qualified by the Greater Beloit USBC  Bowler of the Year committee. 

4.  League participation points will be awarded as follows:

First =  25 points, Second = 20 points, Third = 15 points

c. The highest scratch game in each house will received points as follows:

First = 25 points, Second = 20 points, Third = 15 points
6. Points for each tournament bowled in:

A. Greater Beloit City Women’s Championship = 50 points

B. Greater Beloit City Open Championship = 25 points

C. Beloit Daily News Holiday Tournament = 10 points

7. Points only for the finishing position in the City Women’s Championship Tournament in each event.  1st = 25 points, 2nd = 20 points, 3rd = 15 points, 4th = 10 points, 5th = 5 points.  
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
